CARISMAND aims to deal with issues of preparedness, response to disasters and after-crisis 

recovery which are, inevitably, influenced by the cultural background of individuals and the 

society they live in. Cultural factors play an important role in determining the way people 

response to stress, engage in crisis management and accept disaster relief in an emergency. A 

disaster management which is aware, respects, and makes use of local cultural aspects will be 

not only more effective but, at the same time, also improve the community’s disaster coping 

capacities. 

CARISMAND is setting out to identify cultural factors, exploring existing gaps and opportunities 

for improvement of disaster policies and procedures. It also seeks to develop a comprehensive 

toolkit for practitioners and disaster managers that will help in raising cultural awareness, 

promote culturally informed best-practices, and support citizens in exploring their individual and 

communal cultural strengths in the preparation for, response to, and recovery from disasters. 

The innovative approach of CARISMAND places at its very core the continuous information 

exchange with and between disaster management stakeholders and citizens, through three 

Stakeholder Assemblies and six large-scale Citizen Summits in different European locations.

 We are gaining new knowledge about the cultural factors that may shape and influence 

citizens’ risk perceptions, emotions, and behaviour in the context of man-made, natural 

and technical disasters. This could be seen in the results of the Work Packages on “Actors, 

Systems, Processes, Policies in Disaster Management”, “Risk Perception and Risk 

Cultures” and “Risk Communication and the Role of the Media in Risk Communication”. 

 Much has also been achieved by the project partners working on the topic of “Cultural 

Factors and Technologies”. Their targeted approach and innovative solutions have 

received large public interest on a global scale. 

 We've gained valuable insights on human rights and cultural rights of citizens in the 

context of a task within Work Package “Citizens Rights”. 

 “Citizens Empowerment” is another area in which the CARISMAND project observations 

and recommendations have advanced significantly. Following the meetings with citizens 

in the previous months, the project team has suggested that empowerment practices in 

hazard/disaster management may be much more widespread in Europe and citizen 

engagement following empowerment practices could be useful. 

 We received valuable insights from experts and practitioners from the disaster 

management community throughout Europe - the series of public events continued and 

our Second Stakeholder Assembly took place in Rome in February 2017 engaging more 

than 60 delegates.  

 The CARISMAND team has also advanced in the development of the key projects outputs: 

CARISMAND Toolkit and Cultural Map. These resources will be made available at the end 

of the project period and will be in support to citizens and disaster practitioners.

The catastrophic 6.2-magnitude earthquake in Central Italy from August 2016 raised issues on 

the use of ICT devises and the communication during response operations. We witnessed the 

Italian Red Cross and other bodies asking residents within the affected locations to unlock their 

Wi-Fi networks in order to facilitate the rescuers’ efforts. 

This topic was focus of a publication by Samuel Iheanyi Nwankwo, legal researcher at the 

Institute for Legal Informatics (IRI) to Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz Universität Hannover (LUH) and 

team member within CARISMAND project.

damage caused by the disaster and the need for the rescue operations to go on smoothly in the 

short term, the long-term effect of having unencrypted networks in the whole neighbourhood

The article describes some of the risks associated with 

unlocking the Wi-Fi encryption of home networks, such as 

malicious users sending illegal communications; downloading 

illegal material; breaking into all the computers on the network; 

controlling any Internet-connected device on the network 

and/or hacking them as well as monitoring all communications 

traffic on the network etc. The author further presents some of 

the alternative approaches for providing Wi-Fi access for 

response operations and emphasises on the role of Internet 

Service Providers (ISPs) in the establishment of long-term 

solutions which are already put in place by some companies.

Prof. Noellie Brockdorff is a cognitive scientist and dean of the Faculty of Media and Knowledge 

Sciences (University of Malta), founder of the first Master course in Cognitive Science at the 

university. She is also deputy project co-coordinator of CARISMAND project and leader of Work 

Package 5 'Design of Citizen Summits, Collation & Analysis of Citizens Attitudes towards 

Disaster risks, Analysis of Stakeholder Discussions' undertaken by the University of Malta. She 

seizes the concept of evidence-based policy making as a chance to make a difference and save 

people’s lives. 

In her interview for the ‘Think’ magazine Prof. Brockdorff explains the purpose of CARISMAND

Malta, 26-27 October 2016 

 

In its second year of implementation CARISMAND project had already left track in the disaster 

management research efforts on European level. In October partners gathered for a second time 

to discuss on what had been achieved and the future implementation of the project. 

The Second Steering Committee Meeting within the project was held in Malta on 26-27 October 

2016 and saw the participation of more than 35 project members. The host organisation - 

University of Malta, welcomed the team members in the picturesque town of Floriana situated 

just outside the capital Valetta. 

The meeting covered introduction of new team members, brief overview of the project progress 

between last SCM in April 2016 and 1 October 2016, as well as the individual state of each work 

package presented by work package leaders. 

CARISMAND is structured into 12 work packages and is implemented by a consortium of 19 

partners from 11 Member States (see Figure 1: CARISMAND Work Flow).

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SMURD Leading a Large-scale Earthquake Simulation in 

Romania 

 

1-2 November 2016, Bucharest and Iasi, Romania 

 

A large-scale earthquake drill took place in Bucharest and Iasi, Romania on 1st and 2nd November 

2016 with the aim to test the response time and intervention capacity in the country in case of 

major earthquake. The drill was led by the Romanian Mobile Emergency Service for 

Resuscitation and Extrication (SMURD), under the command of Dr. Raed Arafat, Secretary of 

State within the Ministry of Interior and coordinator of the Department of Emergency Situations. 

Dr. Raed Arafat said he was alerted at 08:04 local time and all units of the General Inspectorate 

for Emergency Situations, the police, and the gendarmerie were immediately at red alert level.

SMURD is involved in CARISMAND project through their Foundation for 

SMURD - a non-governmental organization, private legal entity, non-

profit, non-political, and independent of any other institution or person, 

either of Romanian or foreign nature, which was established in 2006. Its 

aim is to support the activity performed by SMURD through specific 

means of non-governmental field, namely implementation of specific 

projects and programs. 

Founder and coordinator of SMURD is Dr. Raed Arafat, a Senior Physician in Anesthesia and 

Intensive Care with competency in Emergency Medicine, Phd. Candidate and Master of Science 

in Disaster Medicine, Associate Professor, Secretary of State within the Ministry of Interior and 

the coordinator of the Department of Emergency Situations. CARISMAND’s stakeholders had the 

opportunity to hear from Dr. Arafat at the First Stakeholder Assembly organised within the 

project on 14-15 April 2016 in Bucharest, Romania. 

The simulation scenario presented by the Ministry of Interior was the occurrence of a 7.6-

magnitude tremor in the Vrancea seismic area at 08:04 local time on 1st November, followed 

by a 5.6-magnitude replica at 14:30. The presumed number of casualties for such a scenario is 

more than 1,500 victims and over 4,100 injured in Bucharest, according to the data presented 

by the ministry.

Rome, 23-24 January 2017 

 

On 23 and 24 January 2017 a dedicated group of experts within the CARISMAND project gathered 

in Rome to implement the project results and knowledge gained up to this point into the 

development of two key products that are expected in the end of the project: a Toolkit and a 

Cultural Map.  

 What is the meaning of CARISMANDΩǎ Toolkit and Cultural Map? 

The CARISMAND Toolkit and Cultural Map are valuable resources that are being 

developed throughout the project life time and will be made available by the end of the 

project period. They will help in raising cultural awareness, promote culturally informed 

best-practices, and support citizens in exploring their individual and communal cultural 

strengths in the preparation for, response to, and recovery from disasters. 

The Toolkit is to provide a formal set of recommendations for stakeholders at all levels 

that include recommendations for the implementation and/or improvement of policies 

and guidelines, educational measures, and a roadmap for further knowledge transfer 

activities; while the Cultural Map is being tailored to assist formal and “informal” disaster 

managers as well as interested citizens and will be available online, downloadable, and 

adaptable to the users’ individual or institutional needs.

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Second Stakeholder Assembly  

 

Rome, 27-28 February 2017 

 

After a series of public events in 2016, the CARISMAND project advanced to the next project cycle 

of events starting with a Second Stakeholder Assembly. The event took place in Rome on 27 and 

28 February 2017 with the special support of the Civil Protection of Municipality of Florence, a 

partner in the CARISMAND Project. 

 

The Second Stakeholder Assembly saw the participation of nearly 60 delegates working in the 

field of disaster management and crisis response within different Italian organisations: national, 

regional, and municipal governance, civil protection, firefighting and police departments, 

research institutes and universities, national associations, and others. 

 The first day of the Stakeholder Assembly started with a project introduction and 

continued with a group discussion session focusing on the topic of ά/ǳƭǘǳǊŜ ŀƴŘ wƛǎƪέ. In 

six focus groups, the conference delegates shared their practical experience of cultural 

aspects in disaster communication between practitioners and citizens. Key results of the 

discussions were later presented and the findings were further developed in a panel 

discussion. During the plenary session stakeholders heard from Dr Noellie Brockdorff and 

Dr Sandra Appleby-Arnold from the University of Malta who presented a summary of the 

citizens’ perspective gained through the two Citizen Summits held previously in Bucharest 

and Malta (July 2016). The University of Malta is CARISMAND partner responsible for the 

design and analysis of citizen summits and stakeholder assemblies. 

An afternoon group discussion session gathered participants back in their focus groups to 

discuss issues of “Media Cultures and Disasters” and explore the usefulness, or potential 

limitations, of social media and mobile phone applications in disaster preparedness, 

response, and recovery. 

The purpose of each Stakeholder Assembly within the project CARISMAND is to get together 

disaster managers, policy makers, community leaders alongside operation officers and 

practitioners in the field of disaster management to discuss different topics and issues raised

The 

assemblies aim to identify best-practice examples as well as to establish and test solutions for 

culturally-informed best practices in the field.

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 The use of mobile phone applications in disasters, and particularly in the events of 

earthquakes, continued to be central in the morning plenary session of the second day of 

the conference. Keynote speaker on this topic was Remy Bossu from the European-

Mediterranean Seismological Centre who presented valuable insights and experience on: 

Mr 

Bossu and his team have been pioneering the concept of “citizen seismology“ allowing 

eyewitnesses to share their observations (testimonies, pictures, videos, comments) on 

earthquake’s effects through crowdsourcing techniques and innovative real time analysis 

of website traffic. 

Panel sessions and focus group discussions then progressed towards other key 

considerations regarding the role of culture in disasters, summarised under the theme 

“Cultures, Communities, and Trust”. Participants debated the issues of social cohesion 

and social corrosion which were later addressed again in the afternoon panel discussion. 

The closing presentation at the conference - “Cultures, Social Actors, and Empowerment 

in Local Communities” - was given by Gabriele Quinti from the Laboratory of Citizenship 

Sciences (Laboratorio di Scienze della Cittadinanza). The institute’s activities, based on a 

sociological approach, are focused on the radical changes affecting models of governance 

in contemporary societies in which knowledge is a strategic factor of growth and 

development and where new forms of human agency emerge.

An interview with Laure Fallou, European-Mediterranean Seismological 

Centre (EMSC), France 

 

In search for better ways to build resilience and improve disaster response, the disaster 

community increasingly relies on projects which offer psychological and cultural perspectives. 

Such project is led by the French Institute for History and Memory of Disasters (IHMEC) -

The initiative aims to enable those who have experienced disasters to contribute to their 

community preparedness, instead of staying silent and fighting their memories. The exchange of 

experience between people who have been through similar crisis is believed to drive better 

understanding of the risks associated with the region and stronger resilience. 

Therefore the Institute for History and Memory of Disasters expressed interest in project 

CARISMAND. 

Our colleague, Laure Fallou, research officer at the European-Mediterranean Seismological 

Centre (EMSC) in France was invited for an interview which was published on 13 February 2017. 

She presented the aim of CARISMAND and the project development, as well as the expected 

outcomes and social impact. Laure described also the main stakeholders addressed in the project 

and gave examples how culture influences resilience.
